
What is Sound & Vibration 
Certification? 
Complete knowledge of an 
HVAC system is essential for 
sound and vibration work. 
When the air handler comes on 
in a building, it should run 
smoothly and with little noise. 
However, some "kick in" with 
vibrations and a loud rolling 
noise. These noises and 
vibrations can occur when 
sound travels along ductwork 
from the air handler to mixing 
boxes in the ceiling. The sound 
and vibration professional is 
essential in creating a solution 
to this problem using techniques of 
measurement and analysis. Sound and 
Vibration (S&V) professionals are the eyes 
and ears on a construction project. S/he is a 
vital member of the environmental 
technology test team.

Sound and Vibration Certification is an 
important element in today's world.  
Certification is a statement that the Sound 
and Vibration Supervisor or Contractor 
has met TABB's strict standards for Sound 
and Vibration.   
 

 How Do I Learn More? 
NEMI often schedules 
Sound and Vibration classes. 
This course gives examples 
and analogies on what one 
might experience as a S&V 
professional. Participants 
learn what sound consists 
of—and the difference 
between sound and noise, 
such as, what is tone? time 
and frequency? Participants 
learn about them all during 
the course.  
In summary, to qualify for 

the ICB/TABB Certified Sound & 
Vibration Supervisor exam, the applicant 
must meet one of the following eligibility 
criteria:   A college/university degree in 
engineering with at least one year’s 
experience in HVAC installation or design 
work; OR,  a two (2) year associate degree 
in HVAC with at least three (3) years 
experience in HVAC installation or design 
work; OR, is an ITI certified TAB 
technician certification and has a 
minimum of five (5) years experience in 
HVAC installation or design work (which 
may include apprenticeship), at least one 
year of which must be in testing, adjusting

and balancing; OR, has at least five (5) 
years’ experience in testing, adjusting and 
balancing work and is recommended in 
writing for the Exam by the applicant’s 
employer.  The employer must be eligible 
to be an ICB/TABB Certified Contractor, 
except only for the requirements to 
employ an ICB/TABB Certified 
Technician and/or an ICB/TABB 
Certified Supervisor.
